6. Copy of Omang / ID (parent/ legal guardian) 
7.  If you are not citizens of Botswana, you should provide the necessary documents to prove 

that you and your child are legally residing in Botswana. 
• Entrance Assessment: We have assessment sessions which features shorter, more game-

like activities and simplified scoring procedure. 
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• Class Sizes: Learners are placed in classes of 15 to 20 children, with 2 Teachers.
